This is a great time to see if visiting nursing 
homes is an activity your dog would enjoy. 
 
Therapy Dog certification is not required, and 
your dogõs size or breed doesnõt matter.  
Temperament is the most important 
characteristic.  Dogs should be friendly, 
patient, confident, at ease in all situations and 
gentle. They must enjoy human contact and be 
content to be petted and handled, sometimes 
clumsily, by unfamiliar people. 
 
It can be a very gratifying experience to visit 
nursing homes and to share your friendly, 

loving pet with the 
elderly, their 
families and all the 
other residents.  
Some residents 
have had to give up 
a beloved pet when 
they moved into 
the facility.  And 

too many residents rarely (or never!) have 
visitors and spend their days alone and 
lonely.  You and your dog can make a 
difference in their lives. 
 
Although residents are always entertained 
by dog tricks, they arenõt necessary.  A 
dogõs simple affection and unconditional 
love is more than enough.  Dogs bring 
warmth and joy, raising the spirits of those 
who are sad and lonely and calming and 
soothing those in need.  Dogs provide an 
outlet for physical touch and enable 
residents to express affection.
