K9 NOSE WORK 
Odor Recognition Test 
 
Ten WDC member dogs 
were among the first dogs in 
the Midwest to pass the 
K9 Nose Work Odor 
Recognition Test (ORT).  
Passing the ORT is a 
prerequisite to entering a 
trial. 
 
Twenty-one dogs participated 
in the Midwestõs first ORT, 
held at Clever K9s in 
Kaukauna.  K9 Nose Work 
classes began at Clever K9s 
on January 15, 2010.  On 
July 15 and 16, the facility 
hosted a seminar presented by 
K9 Nose Work co-founders 
Ron Gaunt and Amy Herot.  
The ORT was administered at 
the conclusion of the seminar 
on July 16, with Ron judging 
and Amy officiating.

K9 Nose Work is a relatively new sport, having started in Southern California in June 2006.  
Co-founders Amy Herot, Jill Marie OõBrien and Ron Gaunt are all professional trainers and 
handlers with working certified detection dogs.  K9 Nose Work classes eventually led to the 
first competition in August 2008, and the first official titling event was held on January 25, 
2009. 
 
The sport is sanctioned by the National Association of Canine Scent Work (NACSW).  Trials 
may be held for the purpose of competition, titling or both. Only NACSW-sanctioned trials 
can award the official work titles and certificates.  The prerequisite Odor Recognition Testing 
must be awarded by a NACSW certifying official.
